It’s amazing
because of two very important factors: 1. the storyline and plot are fantastic - like riding a unicorn (smooth
and steady), 2. the nature of the characters - there is betrayal and love. These emotions change everything in
the story. At the start of the book there is a mystical map — ‘the island’' where there are 4 zones (Earth, Fire,
Water and Air), with each zone matching their element - Fire is hot and savannah, Earth is hill and greenery
etc. In the centre, there is the Eerie which is a school for training unicorns and mastering your elemental
potential.
